Cognitive Coaching can help teachers expand their repertoire of teaching styles by

supporting individuals and organizations in becoming self-directed, and in turn,
become self-managing, self-monitoring, and self-modifying. Participants learn a
variety of skills and three conversation structures (planning, reflecting, and
problem resolving) to support effective teaching.

Mentor Training
Support newer (or struggling) teachers through effective mentoring relationships.
